Spring is here in Niles with the beautiful mini-show of flower paintings 
in the gallery by the Tuesday Painters.  I want to send a sincere “thank you!” 
to all the Tuesday Painters who helped put up their show.  If you haven’t 
seen it, please stop in the gallery.   

I need to make everyone aware that FAA needs more people to be involved 
in the association.  Denny and I are grateful for the small core of members 
who regularly help with events, quarterly shows, mini-shows, and other 
things happening in the gallery.  But this is a rather small group, and we 

need new people to step up, with their new ideas and energy, to help run this art association.  
We’re not looking for someone to take on any huge task.  And as I’ve said before, just about 
every job in this organization can be shared with someone else; or even shared with 3 or 4 
people.
